Area residents
will be waiting with great anticipation to be the first to see the art, in hopes that someone has painted their
home or favorite scene of New Oxford! For a $5 entry fee, attendees will be able to meet the artists,
purchase art before it is revealed to the general public on Saturday, and vote for their favorite piece,
determining the People’s Choice Award. Also, in order to nurture the talents of the young budding artists in
our schools, we will be having a separate educational component. There will be an exhibit of student
artwork to encourage the next generation of up and coming artists. This will certainly draw a large audience
of parents and grandparents.

In addition to the exhibition and sale, there will also be a Plein Air Event that will take place on Saturday.
Acrtists will be scattered throughout the borough, demonstrating their talents for the public, while getting
some free publicity and a head start on the following year’s show entry.

In order to further community involvement and ownership of this event, we are asking all artists to assist
with the show in some capacity. This may be accomplished in many ways: participating in the Plein Air
Event, assisting with the reception, publicity, hanging flyers, cashiering, setting up and tearing down, etc.

The work to be judged must be
based on a subject within the Borough of New Oxford to be able to enter this show.
Other works are subjects of the Artist’s choice. Original works only! Any medium
accepted! Canvases must either be mounted on stretcher bars or framed. Other media,
to be hung, must be framed. Anything to be hung must be equipped with already
installed screw eyes and wire. Labels provided on this form need to be affixed to top
right back of all submitted work. No wet canvases. Work should have been
completed within the previous year of the show and no work will be accepted that
has been shown in any other NOACC-sponsored show. All works of art must be
for sale. No reproductions, photography or paintings of nudes accepted. The judge
and/or show committee reserves the right to reject inappropriate and non-eligible
works. It is required that all Artists entering this show must agree to assist with
the show in some capacity: docents, Artists in Plein Air Event, publicity, set-up/tear-
down, reception, etc.**

Bin Work: Accepted for artists with work in the show. If work consists of 5 pieces
or more, you must bring your own bin (1 bin maximum). Only originals or Giclée
prints accepted for BIN WORK.

ANY MEDIUM IS ELIGIBLE!
Oil, acrylic, watercolor, pencil, pen & ink, pastels, collage, sculpture, stained
glass, etchings — just to name a few. If you are unsure, please ask!

The
winning piece and its creator will also be given free publicity through
promotion of future art shows or events.
2" place ($250 cash award) sponsored by The Beechmont Inn
